1) Stoneleigh Library

1.1. Age and gender profile of Stoneleigh Library members 
There are 2546 current members at Stoneleigh Library. A current member is defined as a member who has been seen by the Library IT management system at least once in the past 2 years. 

62% of current members are female. 

Membership among males and females is equal from ages 0-9, but from ages 10-14 membership by females significantly outweighs membership by males. 

While membership among young adults (15-29) dips significantly compared to childhood use, membership increases again from the age of 30 for females. The profile for men differs slightly from the other proposed community partnered library, where use by males is at its lowest from ages 15-19. 

Children aged 0-4 account for 32% of library members. Young adults aged 15-19 represent 5% of library members – this is higher than in the other proposed community partnered libraries. 

Older people aged 65 and over represent 15% of library members. 
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1.2. Profile of Stoneleigh Library members compared to Stoneleigh ward and Epsom and Ewell borough data 

It is important to note that not all library members will live in Stoneleigh ward. Data from this ward is only available from the 2001 census, whereas the data for Epsom and Ewell is taken from the ONS 2010 population projections. Data is not therefore directly comparable but is included as an indication. 

The chart below shows that there are certain age groups that are proportionately over or under represented as library members as a proportion of the local population. 
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There are some age groups who are proportionately underrepresented as Stoneleigh Library members:

· 15-19 year olds 
· 20-24 year olds 
· 25-29 year olds 
· 30-34 year olds
· 35-39 year olds
· 50-54 year olds 
· 55-59 year olds

2.2 Key indicators

In order to further explore the needs of the local community, this report has used Surreyi to build a picture of the catchment area around Stoneleigh Library. 

A snapshot mapping exercise was completed in 2010 using data from January 2010, to show which library members were using in that month and their registered address. This exercise, while having limitations in that it was only a small snapshot and could not highlight use of several libraries. This showed that the vast majority of visits were made from addresses within two miles of the library. 

Therefore the wards selected below are designed to show an approximate catchment area, though acknowledging that other users of Stoneleigh Library will have since moved, may use Stoneleigh in relation to work or study, or will live across county borders. 

Indicators are designed to indicate levels of deprivation and need in a particular community. This is a snapshot analysis, looking at just the latest available data, and does not go further into looking at detailed trends over time.

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Findings

Stoneleigh library is in an urban area. 

Levels of child poverty are average, as are levels of benefit claiming. 

At the time of the 2001 Census, a lower proportion of people in Ewell ward had access to a car or van than in any of the other selected wards. However given that this is an urban area, access to public transport is greater.

	Number of young people not in education, employment or training
	March 2012
	Only Ewell ward had recorded NEETs, and this was at a low rate.  

	Percentage of children living in poverty 
	2009
	Less than 9% of children are in poverty in each of the wards selected. The highest levels are in Ewell (8.9%) and Ewell Court (8.8%). In Stoneleigh, 5.3% of children were living in poverty in 2008. 

Levels are below the Surrey average of 10.6%.

	Unemployment count –LSOA data
	April 2012 
	Ewell Court (1.75%), Ewell (1.72%) and Auriol (1.44%) wards have the highest proportion of unemployment. 

In Stoneleigh 1.2% of the local population were unemployed, which equates to 38 people.  

Levels are at or below the Surrey average of 1.7%.

	Percentage of the population aged 16 plus claiming Disability Living Allowance
	Quarter 3, 2011
	1.9% of the population aged 16+ were claiming DLA in Stoneleigh. 

Of the selected wards, the highest rate of receieiving DLA was in Ewell ward, 2.95% of the population. This is only just above the Surrey average of 2.8%.

	DLA claimants all ages receiving higher level care component

	Quarter 3, 2011
	Less than 0.6% of the population in each ward was receiving the higher rate care component of DLA. 

	DLA claimants all ages receiving the higher level mobility component

	Quarter 3, 2011
	45 people in Stoneleigh ward were claiming the higher rate mobility component in 2011, quarter 3. 

70 people in both Ewell and Ewell Court wards were also receiving this. 

	Percentage of the population claiming Employment Support Allowance
	Quarter 3, 2011
	Only Ewell and Ewell Court wards had over 1% of the population claiming ESA, at 1.15% and 1.07% respectively. 

In Stoneleigh, 0.65% were claiming. 

	Number of people providing unpaid care
	2001 Census
	Greatest number of carers was in Ewell Court – 646 people providing unpaid care. 

In Stoneleigh there were 486 people providing unpaid care. 

	Percentage of pensioner households with no car or van
	2001 Census
	The highest proportion of pensioner households with no car or van was in Ewell ward (37.1% of pensioner households). Cuddington also had high levels of households with no car, at 31.1% of pensioner households.   

In Stoneleigh ward, 23.8% of pensioner households had no car or van at the time of the 2001 Census. 

	Percentage of all households with no car or van
	2001 Census
	In Stoneleigh, 9.74% of households had no car or van. 

The proportion of households with no car or van was highest in Ewell ward (19.5% of households). 

	Lone parent households with dependent children
	2001 Census
	2.9% of households in Stoneleigh were lone parents with dependent children.
Of the other selected wards, Cuddington has the highest rate of lone parent households with dependent children, at 3.9%.

� To get the care component of Disability Living Allowance (DLA), your disability must be severe enough for you to either:


need help with things such as washing, dressing, eating, getting to and using the toilet, or communicating your needs 


need supervision to avoid you putting yourself or others in substantial danger 


need someone with you when you are on dialysis 


be unable to prepare a cooked main meal for yourself (if you have the ingredients), if you are aged 16 or over 


There are three rates of care component depending on how your disability affects you:


Lowest rate�If you need help for some of the day or you are unable to prepare a cooked main meal.


Middle rate�If you need help with personal care frequently or supervision continually throughout the day only, or help with personal care or someone to watch over you during the night only, or someone with you while you are on dialysis.


Highest rate�If you need help or supervision frequently throughout the day and during the night.











� If you have mobility needs


To get the mobility component of Disability Living Allowance, your disability must be severe enough for you to have any of the following walking difficulties, even when wearing or using an aid or equipment you normally use:


because of a physical disability, you are unable or virtually unable to walk without severe discomfort, or at risk of endangering your life or causing deterioration in your health by making the effort to walk 


you have no feet or legs


you are assessed to be both 100 per cent disabled because of loss of eyesight and not less than 80 per cent disabled because of deafness and you need someone with you when you are out of doors


you are severely mentally impaired with severe behavioural problems and qualify for the highest rate of care component


you need guidance or supervision most of the time from another person when walking out of doors in unfamiliar places 


you are certified as severely sight impaired by a consultant ophthalmologist, and you were aged between 3 and 64 on 11 April 2011; you must also have a best corrected visual acuity of less than 3/60, or you must have a best corrected visual acuity of 3/60 or more but less than 6/60 together with a complete loss of peripheral visual field and a central visual field of no more than ten degrees in total


There are two rates of the mobility component depending on how your disability affects you:


Lower rate


If you need guidance or supervision out of doors.


Higher rate


If you have any of the other, more severe, walking difficulties.
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
